W

hereas  Incorporated in 1634, Ipswich was settled in an area Native Americans called “Agawam” by John Winthrop, Jr., son of then Governor Winthrop, and a small group of settlers; and 
W

hereas Settled on a river, fishing quickly became the town’s most profitable industry.  Ships from the West Indies frequently docked at the bustling wharf, bringing molasses to be used by the local distillery, Ipswich’s second largest commercial operation; and  
W

hereas In 1687, citizens protested a tax Royal Governor Sir Edmond Andros attempted to impose on the colony. Reverend John Wise led the protest and the town was the first to declare grievance against taxation without representation.  While the colonists were arrested and fined for their actions, Governor Andros was called back to England and a new charter for Massachusetts Bay was issued by William and Mary in 1689; and

hereas By the nineteenth century, lace and stocking making became a vital industry in Ipswich. In 1868, Amos A. Lawrence built the Ipswich Hosiery Mills and by the turn of the century, the company became the largest stocking mill in the United States; and 
W

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Ipswich have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Ipswich and its citizens upon the 375th anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim July 31st,  2009, to be
Ipswich Day   
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
