hereas Screening rates are declining and a recent study revealed that among the 1.5 million women studied over the age of 40 with health insurance, less than fifty percent received the recommended annual screening; and

hereas Younger women and women of African American descent are disproportionally affected by Inflammatory Breast Cancer; and

hereas Various local and national organizations have helped men and women in communities throughout the Commonwealth recognize the importance of early detection and annual mammograms through outreach, education, and screening programs; and

hereas The 2.5 million breast cancer survivors living in the United States today are a testament to courage, as well as to the importance of promoting awareness about breast cancer, providing information, funding research, following recommended screening guidelines, and offering treatment to those who are affected; and

hereas Throughout the month of October, women are encouraged to make a renewed commitment to following recommended screening guidelines and to make a mammogram appointment,
