hereas On July 3rd, 1735 Acton was established as a town independent from Concord; and

hereas Acton has maintained its tradition of local town meetings since its independence; and

hereas Acton Minutemen led by Captain Isaac Davis, the first American officer to fall to enemy fire during the struggle for independence, responded to the call of arms begun by Paul Revere, leading the advance on the North Bridge in Concord; and

hereas Acton was at the forefront of pencil manufacturing. Ebenezer Wood developed a circular saw to speed the cutting and a gluing process that could make 144 pencils at once. His process improvements created pencils in either hexagonal or octagonal shapes, which are now considered to be standard shapes; and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Acton have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Acton and its citizens upon the 275th  anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,

Acton Day
