hereas Massachusetts food banks distributed more than 56.6 million pounds of food (enough for 47.2 million meals) in 2012 through their networks of food pantries, soup kitchens, shelters and other community organizations; and

hereas The Commonwealth of Massachusetts is committed to taking steps to raise awareness about the need to combat hunger in every part of our state and to provide additional resources that citizens of Massachusetts need,

And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
