hereas Through public awareness, the Commonwealth seeks to educate citizens about multiple sclerosis and the impact of the disease throughout Massachusetts in order to help find a cure,

Multiple Sclerosis Day
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
