First settled as the Carter family farm in the 1700s and later a station on the Underground Railroad, this site became the home of the Jacob’s Pillow Dance Festival in 1933 thanks to the visionary artist Ted Shawn.  Today, Jacob’s Pillow is a global destination for dance performers and educators alike.  It is a jewel of the Berkshires, a cultural icon in the Bay State, a valuable community partner, in addition to being a National Historic Landmark.  So, on behalf of the citizens of the Commonwealth, we are pleased to confer upon you this Governor’s Citation in recognition of your 75th anniversary.
