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Good afternoon and thank you for being here.  This is great news for 18 companies that will receive a total of $1.3 million in Workforce Training Fund grants to train 1,874 workers.  I was touring Analogic -- a beneficiary of $100,000 in training funds last year -- and I was struck once again by the limitless capacity for innovation in our Massachusetts economy.  Whether it is ultrasounds and MRI on the medical side, motion sensors to maximize the potential of solar power, or airport screening devices that keep all of us safer, Analogic is a leader in the signal- and image-processing industry.  
But the company understands that at its core, its best asset is the people who work here.  It is those people who give life to the products and turn the business into a community.  The people here build more than machines.  They build relationships and morale.  And with today’s funding, Analogic employees will get new skills to help keep Massachusetts’ economic engine running.

Whether by teaching people new management techniques or helping them streamline operations, this is at the core an investment in people.  From the outset, we have always been about creating a culture where good jobs can grow in this Commonwealth.  And today is the next step in that journey.  Last month, we added 7600 jobs in Massachusetts, the latest sign of recovery.  Today’s announcement gives new hope to the nearly two thousand workers -- and their families -- who will benefit from these new skills.  Thank you and I am glad to be with you today.    
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
